The Clerk received apologies from District Councillor Ken Carter
2. Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests

The Chairman reminded members who have an interest to disclose in relation to any item

4. Police Matters

PCSO White introduced PC Louisa Whatemore who has replaced Simon Dear, today being her 

first day. 
Members were given copies of the Hampshire Constabulary Safer Neighbourhoods Newsletter.  
Within the newsletter are details of the current neighbourhood priorities, it is requested that if it is
felt other issues should be prioritised then to let PCSO White know.  Listed in the priorities is the inconsiderate parking outside Bentley school.  The police and the school are working together, suggestions to improve the situation include car sharing/walking bus.  The head teacher has been finding it hard to get a level of interest from the parents.  PCSO White is compiling a letter that 
will be sent out to all parents and on 8th March the police are going into school to talk to children 
about various matters.  The clerk will put a link on the Parish Website for the newsletter as
 not every household will receive one.








CLERK
PCSO White reported that there have been 2 burglaries in Bentley recently, both were thefts 
of ride-on lawn mowers and would encourage residents to ensure their property is safe.  Members
 were handed a leaflet on ‘Smartwater’ which is  a liquid that you spray onto your possessions, it 
can then under a UV light be detected on skin, clothing and property which helps identify and 



convict thieves.  Anyone taken into custody can be scanned for smart water.

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Lastly PCSO White talked briefly about what was needed to set up a neighbourhood watch 

Scheme, he had given the Clerk some details. The main issue being that a co-ordinator is needed

along with volunteers to look after certain roads.  Cllr Darrah suggested that Simon Crane may

be interested in taken on the role.  PCSO White also gave the Clerk a leaflet on Scam awareness

which neighbourhood watch teams in surrounding areas have been helping to promote.

All Members agreed that it would be a very good solution to their storage 

problem.  It was suggested that the container be painted.  The date of the fete is Saturday 17th July.
Cllr. Darrah advised that there are many stiles along footpaths that are in need of repair.  He will 

give details of locations to the Clerk for her to action.

(ii) Reports from Officers

Mrs. Thallon advised the Clerk that the stiles still have not been fixed that she had previously reported. Footpath 13B along by the sewage works is walkable now as all the vegetation has died but there is still a problem with the unofficial diversion round the gypsies field being flooded.
Sir Hew Pike has nominated 3 trees for the EHDC booklet;-
MR 784437   Italian Black Poplar .  Common Land (formerly Village Recreation Ground). A fine and striking tree that is seen by many in the village and stands out from its surroundings.
MR 776446   English Oak. A "landmark" tree that can be seen from long distances and from many directions, it stands alone on high ground amidst arable fields. Landowner Mr John Coke of Bury Court.
MR 782447.  Avenue of Limes and Beech running north for 300m from this MR (Bentley Church). This fine avenue of Lime underplanted with Beech is a familiar walking route for many in the village and also provides a striking view as people walk/ride/drive into Bentley from the north. Landowner
 Mr John Coke of Bury Court. , 
Sir Hew Pike also notified the Clerk that there are two dead/dying small trees in Carters Meadow, which should be removed. One is a Prunus, the other a Hawthorn.

(iii)Salting/Gritting Pavements

Following the snow and ice problems the Leader of HCC hopes to increase the number of salt 
bins from 2,000 to about 6,000 Countywide. The scheme is not finalised yet .
It is suggested 4 per Parish, 8 per Town (no need for locations at this stage). Will probably be 
lockable, with a brass, combination, lock, at least one "volunteer" per bin to be prime salt spreader 
and requester of top-up of salt. 
Members asked the Clerk to apply for 6.
